1986
Karmal is replaced by Najibullah,

1988

A cease-fire is declared. The Geneva Accord

is signed, and the governments of Pakistan and
Afghanistan are guarantced noninterference
from the United States and the USSR,

1989

Full withdrawal of Russian lorces in
Afghanistan by mid-February.

1992

The Communist regime of Najibullah is
overthtown by the mujabidin. Civil war

erupts with the various militia fighting

among themselves.

1994-98

The Taliban captures Kandahar and Kabul

and, by 1998, occupies 90 percent of the country.
The al-Qaeda hombs 175, embassies in Nairobi
(Kenya) and in Dar-es-Salaam (lanzania).

2001

In October the United States launches a
retaliatory military campaign in Atghanistan
after the September 11 terrorist attacks, and the
Taliban government is ousted from Kabul by
November. The Bonn Agreement is signed

in December.

OcTorer 2004

A democratic presidential election is

conducted. Hamid Karzai emerges as clear victor
and is Alghanistan’s first elecred president after
more than two decades of conflict in the
war-torn country,

2005

General elections are held in September.
Results of landmark pardiamentary clections
are finalized by November, and in December
the National Assembly is inaugurated.

Amin takes over from Taraki, who is killed
The Soviet Union invades Afghanistan.
Hafizullah is killed, and Babrak Karmal is
installed as president. The Muslim groups unite
to form the mujahidin (guerrilfa warriors) and
launch resistance to the Soviet invasion.
